A MESSAGE FROM PATRICIA COMOLET 

As the Honorary President of the PSAB I’m pleased to announce the official opening of (and please everyone do note the 
exact title here) the “Section Experiementale Anglophone de Premier Degré” for the fall of 2008.  The experiment will 
open simultaneously in  l’Ecole elementaire des 40 arpents in Voisins le Bretonneux and l’Ecole elementaire Louis Blériot in 
Buc.   

Attached is the “charte” which will be the guiding principals for the program.  No new classes will be created, which means 
that our students will be completing or filling in the holes in existing classes, and that the programs will be organised in 
such a way that the CM1 and CM2 students will have the English hours together.  No new teachers will be hired – meaning 
the teachers from the existing program will need to assume these classes as “heures supplémentaires”.  I understand that the 
2 new positions at the Martin Luther King (MLK) will be used to cover these hours as well.  M. Vaidis (the Principal of 
MLK) is heading the organisation of this new section and a work group will be pulled together to hash out the details.  I 
hope to get a seat on that committee for the PSAB, but that was not yet been specified.   

I am thrilled that this has finally happened.  It was not a sure bet; it is a rare thing.  We need to stick to our motto: des petites 
pas et pas de faux pas.  Congratulations to you all, we truly have a 2008 worth looking forward to – 10 years anniversary of the 
Anglophone section, our first graduating class from MLK and the opening of a Primary Section.
